As you may remember, when the roof was replaced, the Province not only made a loan to us for the cost of
the project but they made an outright gift of 25% of the total cost. We have been paying down the principal as we
have been able and also, after a year free from interest payments, have been also paying the agreed interest to them
for the funds.

Now, with the help of the archdiocese, we hope to be able to continue the payment schedule on a schedule
that will be helpful to us as we receive funds from the pledge fulfillment of the Forward in Faith Campaign. But to
do this, the Province was asked to forgive $50,000 of the remaining loan, thus making their gift to us a gift of 36%
of the total cost. In their generosity, they have agreed to that and so have helped us to renegotiate a loan favorable
to us in our financial situation.

And so thank you to the Province of St. Joseph for helping us. And to you parishioners, thank you for your
pledges to the Forward in Faith campaign to enable us to take care of this major expense and thank you too for your
continued fulfillment of these pledges to help us in paying off this loan.

"Ascension is on Sunday, May 28"

Next Sunday we celebrate the Ascension of Christ. In many parts of the world, this Feast is still celebrated on Thursday, but
as is common in the United States and Europe (and as designated by our Cardinal/Bishop), in Washington DC the Feast is
commemorated on the 7th Sunday of Easter (next weekend).

The Ascension originated as a Thursday celebration because of the story of the event from the opening of the Acts of the
Apostles. There, Luke says that Jesus rose from the dead, appeared to believers for 40 days, and then ascended to the heavens. Even
though the accounts of the Ascension in the Gospels suggest it took place after a shorter period of time, the liturgy of the church has
historically honored the chronology from Acts by celebrating the Ascension on Thursday of the sixth week of Easter.
