George Muller, the 
Prior here, will be the preacher for this novena and will be celebrating at the 8 and 10:45 AM Masses on Sunday, 
and the 8 AM and 12:10 PM Masses during the week.

A look ahead reminds us that November 1 is a holyday of obligation.  The Mass schedule will be published next 
weekend for the holyday Masses.  In December, the Immaculate Conception is also a holyday of obligation.

And a further look ahead shows that Christmas falls on a Monday this year.  Mass that day does NOT cover the 
Sunday obligation.  The Sunday Masses that weekend will end with the 12:15 PM Spanish Mass.  All the Masses on 
Sunday, December 24 after 1 PM, will be the Mass for Christmas and NOT for Sunday.

Estimada Comunidada Hispana:

En el evangelio de hoy (Mc 10, 17-30)hay un mensaje  muy exigente. ¡Los apóstoles son muy asombrados 
dos veces! Peor el mas consternado ante aquel mensaje fue el joven rico, quien, "al oír  estas palabras se entristeció y 
se fue apesadumbrado, porque  tenia muchos bienes". Jesús pone como condición para entra  en  el  Reino  el 
desapego absoluto de  todo lo que  puede ser una garita de seguridad humana, la que normalmente se pone en la 
posesión de los bienes materiales de este mundo.

Precisamente por eso, en Sabiduría  se apela al espíritu de sabiduría, para que  nos revele el verdadera 
sentido de cosas y nos enseñe  el que consiste la verdadera riqueza:   primera; que  no es ciertamente el dinero o las 
propiedades o las cuentas de banco que podamos poseer.

Esa sabiduría es la que Salmón prefiere por encima de todos los tesoros de   este mundo y pide al Señor. 
Aquí Sabiduría  parece ser una reflectora sapiencial de la oración que hizo Salmón cuando comenzó  a reinar, como 
nos refiere el I Reyes 3, 6-13.).  Según  estas reflexiones, la verdadera  riqueza no esta en poseer los tesoros de este 
mundo, sino en poseer la sabiduría,  la que  nos hace descubrir la fatuidad de los tesoros  materiales  y pueden 
producir un espíritu de avidez insaciable.

El evangelio de hoy nos hace ver, de manera aun más paradójica como la verdadera riqueza consiste saber 
renunciar a ella y entender el corazón despegado de los bienes de este mundo. Jesús enseña que por gracia de Dios 
tienen los hombres la fuerza para despegarse de sus riquezas y apegarse a la única  verdadera riqueza que el mismo 
Dios.

Tendríamos la tentación de no creer en estas cosas, si no fueran palabra de Dios; pero, precisamente porque 
palabra divina, estamos seguros de que dicen la verdad.

En la Eucaristía  que celebramos, nos podemos obtener  la verdadera sabiduría y nos ayude a ponerla en 
practica en nuestras vidas.
