It may be found in Catholic Household 
Blessings and Prayers and other prayer books.  The opening prayer for today's Mass in the Sacramentary is an 
adaptation of the collect at the end of the Angelus.

Domingo, 24 de Diciembre, del 2006
Día de Navidad

Estimada Comunidad Hispana:

En este día, 24 de diciembre, en nuestro templo aquí de Santo Domingo  celebramos dos misterios, La 
Anunciación del cuarto domingo de Adviento a las 12:15 de la tarde. Y a las 8:00 de la noche, celebramos La 
Navidad de la Misa de la medianoche. Honramos a María particularmente en Adviento, y a Cristo particularmente en 
Navidad.

LA VISITACIÓN - 12:15 P.M.
Nosotros no esperamos, en realidad, a María sino a su Hijo divino. Y este nos provoca sorpresa, admiración, 

alegría y, también, confusión. ¿Puede un ser humano ser ‘digno’ de recibir a Cristo? El mismo Juan Bautista 
declaraba que no era siquiera “digno de llevarle las sandalias” (Mt 3, 11). Por eso la figura de María nos es 
presentada repetidamente en la litúrgia de las 12:15 de la tarde, como modelo en el que podemos inspiramos en esta 
intensa vigilia de expectación: ÒHe aqu’ la esclava del Se–or; h‡gase en mi segœn tu palabraÓ.  Esta actitud de 
ánimo es fundamental para que también en nosotros suceda el prodigio de la nueva ‘encarnación’ de Cristo.



LA NAVIDAD - 8:00 P.M.
El hermoso pasaje del evangelio de Lucas (2,1-14) en la misa de las ocho de la noche parece moverse en la 

línea de contraposición entre los designios siempre sorprendentes de Dios y los mezquino y egoístas cálculos 
humanos. Es evidente que Lucas quiere contraponer la iniciativa de poder, de autoridad, de prestigio político y 
económico del emperador Augusto con la actitud de humildad, obediencia y pobreza del Hijo de Dios, que entra en 
nuestra historia no tanto para dominarla cuánto para dejarse en cierto modo absorber por ella. Asimismo es evidente 
el contraste entre el anonimato y la indiferencia general en que nace el hijo de María y José y la manera como lo 
revelan los ángeles a los humildes pastores:… Òles ha nacido hoy, en la ciudad de David, un salvador, que es el 
Cristo Se–or" (Lc 2, 10-11). El verdadero ÒSalvadorÓ y el verdadero ÒSe–orÓ  del mundo no es el omnipotente 
soberano de Roma,  sino  aquel; ÒNi–o envuelto en  pa–ales  acostado en un pesebreÓ (v 12).
