Cristo Rey del Universo y Toda la Historia
22 de noviembre de 2009

Estimada Comunidad Hispana:

El grito de hoy. ;Viva Cristo Rey!

Este ultimo domingo del ano litargico celebramos
la solemnidad de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, Rey del univer-
so y toda la historia. Esta fiesta fue llamada por Pio XI en
1925 en la enciclica Quas primas. Hasta 1970 Cristo Rey
se cae el domingo ultimo ordinario antes Adviento. Pio XI
queria notificar el mundo preocupada con comunismo
ateistico que el corazoén humano fue el loco del Reino de
Dios en Jesucristo

Segun la vision de Daniel, se desarrolla en la his-
toria una lucha entre Dios y sus adversarios: diversos po-
deres de tipo temporal y politico afligian al pueblo elegido,
a los judios que habian permanecido fieles al la religion de
sus antepasados. Es necesaria una intervencion de Dios,
para que un reino divino substituya a aquella serie de im-
perios crueles y opresores. Esto es lo que aparece en el
vison de Daniel: el monstruo espantoso del poder es des-
truido y aniquilado; su cuerpo es arrojado al fuego (Dan 7,
11).

Aparece entonces una figura celestial: el Hijo del
Hombre, que viene sobre las nubes del cielo y recibe de
Dios el poder regio. Su Reino serd un reino universo y
eterno, puesto que estd colocado bajo la proteccion de
Dios. Ese Hijo del Hombre es una figura simbolica y pue-
de significar, la colectividad de los justos, que reciben de
Dios el poder definitivo, pero también en este tiempo la
persona del Mesias.

En su evangelio Juan transmite el dialogo entre
Jesus y Pilato, y la respuesta de Jesus es el vértice de ese
dialogo. El afirma que su Reino no es de este mundo. Muy
importante El se manifiesta en su dar testimonio de la ver-
dad, y para Juan la verdad consiste en la plena revelacion
del amor del Padre. Por este tarea dar testimonio significa
la disposicion SER TESTIGO, i.e. MARTIR.

Hoy celebramos, pues un nuevo orden de relacio-
nes entre Dios y el ser humano: un Reino de verdad, justi-
cia y paz. jQue nuestra participacion en la Eucaristia nos
ayude formar este Reino!
